A SPIDER’S WISDOM

inside.  
The web is a net and storehouse for a 
snared fly or insect, food for a growing 
family. Looking at the nest, we believe there 
must be an escape tunnel leading away from 
any threatening intruder. Such is the 
creative wisdom and family care in the 
Creator’s provision for just one of nature’s 
marvels. 
The psalmist knew about that. Maybe he 
was a priest daily at worship and service in 
the temple: 
“How lovely is your dwelling place O lord of 
hosts! Nothing can match the majesty and 
holiness of this house of God. He is full of 
praise. His whole person sings with  

 
the joy he feels within the structure and 
atmosphere of the Temple of the Living 
God!”  
And then he raised his eyes and saw tiny 
evidences of God’s wonderful love, care and 
provision for all creatures. There, in that 
holiest of places, amidst all the reverence 
and awe which surrounded it, ”even the 
sparrow finds a home, and the swallow a 
nest for herself, where she may lay her 
young, at your altars, O lord of hosts, my 
King and my God.”
